The “Multifaith Movement to End Mass Incarceration” 
began with the Rev. Dr. Raphael Warnock, the Rev. Dr. 
Katharine Henderson and Rabbi Peter Berg sharing a 
vision to see faith communities collectively organize to stop 
the human rights catastrophe of mass incarceration. 

With this vision as a guide, these faith leaders brought 
together their historic institutions (Ebenezer Baptist Church, 
Auburn Theological Seminary and The Temple) to catalyze 
a national faith-based effort to end mass imprisonment.

Ebenezer, led by Senior Pastor The Rev. Dr. Raphael G. 
Warnock, is the spiritual home of The Rev. Dr. Martin 
Luther King, Jr.  Before coming to “America’s Freedom 
Church,” Dr. Warnock was blessed to serve in leading 
congregations also known for their deep spiritual roots 
and strong public witness. 

Odyssey Impact, led by Judge Victoria Pratt, unites 
filmmakers, faith communities and other partners to create 
and distribute powerful impact campaigns around urgent 
social justice issues. Award-winning documentaries, 
supported by strategically crafted education programs, are 
the centerpiece of its work. 

The Temple, led by Senior Rabbi Peter Berg, heeds the 
prophetic call for tikkun olam (repairing the world), through 
its Rothschild Social Justice Institute, working to affect 
positive change at the local level and beyond on broad 
societal concerns including Jewish-Muslim Relations, 
Racial Justice, and much more.

ABOUT THE UNCONFERENCE

The annual “Let My People Go” Multifaith Ending Mass Incarceration UNConference leverages the 
spiritual people-power and resources of faith communities to end mass incarceration. 

Why UNConference?  This year’s gathering scheduled for June 24-26, 2024 in Dallas, will intentionally 
focus on the practical and tactical tools necessary for hundreds of clergy, faith and community leaders, 
organizers, families, and persons impacted by incarceration to go back and engage their respective 
communities to dismantle the systems and structures that undergird the industry of mass 
imprisonment.
